I) A person who has completed 12 years of education at educational institutions accredited by

Tuition Reduction for Privately Financed International Students

Meiji Gakuin University has a Tuition Reduction system for privately financed international students to alleviate
the financial burden of study and encourage international exchange.

Eligibility for the tuition reduction is determined by conditions such as holding a student visa, numbers of credits
acquired, financial difficulties, and so on. The reduction rate is 30 percent of tuition.

Based on the official regulations, those who participate in study abroad programs organized by Meiji Gakuin
University or its faculties/departments for a semester or more cannot apply for tuition reduction during those
semesters because they are eligible to receive a separate scholarship.
