MGU has a tuition reduction and exemption system for privately funded international students whose status of residence is
"Student".
We will determine the recipients by the conditions based on the rules (such as grades and financial distress).

study abroad under a program by university, faculty, or department (Scholarship for long-term study abroad is available).
